ELIGIBILITY FOR ADMISSION 

i)  M.A. M Sc & M.S.W   

  Admission to various M.A., M Sc &  M.S.W Programmes  for the academic year 2019-20  is 

based on the marks obtained in the Entrance Examination /interview to be conducted in May 

2019.  Eligibility for applying to M.A./M.Sc /M.S.W programme is a degree of this University   or a 

degree (regular/distant mode) recognized by this University under the 10+2+3 pattern. Those  

regular students under Choice based Credit and Semester System of B.A. programme  who have  

successfully completed  all  the courses  and  semesters  of  I  to V  Semesters  and appearing for 

the final semester examination in April-May 2019 are also eligible to apply for  the programmes  

offered on the condition that they should produce the provisional degree certificate by 31.8.2019. 

Aptitude and practical test will be conducted for M.A. Music, Bharathanatyam, Mohiniyattom 

and Theatre in addition to the written test.   No person shall be eligible for admission to  a PG 

programme if he/ she is currently on the rolls of a PG programme  in another subject/ discipline 

offered by the University. Those who have completed one PG programme in regular stream are 

not eligible for another PG programme , except for professional courses. 

ii)       M.P.Ed.  

a) Should have passed Bachelor of Physical Education (B.P.E) of three year 
duration of any University recognized by Sree Sankaracharya University of 
Sanskrit OR have passed a Post Graduate Degree in Physical Education of at 
least one year duration of an Indian or Foreign University or board approved by 
the Education Department of the State or Union territory recognized by the Sree 
Sankaracharya University of Sanskrit, with a minimum of 50% marks in 
aggregate.SC/ST candidates are eligible for 5% marks relaxation. 

b) Should be medically fit and free from physical deformities for daily heavy load of 
physical activities. 
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c) Medical Certificate duly certified by a registered medical practitioner in the 
prescribed format enclosed with the application form should be produced at the 
time of selection trials. 
 

iii)   MFA 

     A candidate seeking admission for the 2 year Master of Fine Arts Degree 
Programme shall fulfill the following condition. 

 (a)  Should have passed the Bachelor Degree in Fine Arts of any University 
recognized by Sree Sankaracharya University of Sanskrit, Kalady with a minimum of 
55% marks in aggregate. SC/ST candidates are eligible for 5% marks relaxation.  

           (b) No person shall be eligible for admission to a P.G.Programme if he/she is 
currently on the rolls for a P.G.Programme in another discipline offered by the 
University.   

iv)   P.G.Diploma in Translation and Office Proceedings in Hindi 

        Eligibility for admission to the P.G.Diploma in Translation and Office Proceedings in 

Hindi Programme shall be a Degree in any discipline recognized by this University.   

Candidates who discontinued a P.G.Course shall not be admitted to the P.G. 

Diploma Programme.  Students who undergo any regular P.G.Programme can seek 

admission to the P.G.Diploma Programme.  There is no age restriction in admission.  

Students  who are appearing for their final Degree examination can also apply.     

SELECTION PROCEDURE 

  All eligible candidates applied for admission to various programmes under this notification will 

be called for an Entrance Examination/Interview and aptitude test  and interview as the case may be. 

OPTION FACILITY 

       There will be separate entrance examination / interview for each branch/subject.. The candidates 

are free to apply for any branches/subjects regardless of the subjects they had taken in their graduate 

level.   Separate application form should be submitted for MSW, M.P.Ed., MFA  and each subjects of 

M.A.& M Sc Programme .

 The fee for entrance examination is Rs.100/- for M.A., Rs.110/- for M Sc,  Rs.250/- 

for MSW& MFA , Rs.500/- for M.P.Ed.  (SC/ST candidates need pay Rs.25/- for  M.A & M 

Sc.,  Rs.50/- for M.S.W.& MFA,  Rs.100/- for M.P.Ed and Rs.100/- for P.G. Diploma.  

Those who wants to appear for Entrance Examination for more than one subject of M.A. 

Programme should pay the Entrance Examination Fee separately.  

 The fee for Entrance Examination should be paid online or by way of SSUS chalan 

receipt which can be remitted at any branch of the Union Bank of India.

Printed copy of the online application shall be sent to the Heads of  concerned Departments for 

courses at Main Centre, Kalady / Directors of Regional Centres  for courses offered at Regional Centres 

on or before 04.05.2019 with copies of all documents in proof qualification, community/caste, 

income  etc. and the original fee receipt/Demand Draft.
